[ D. McMullen presented additional information on the Duolingo English test, which was adopted as an
alternative English Language Proficiency (ELP) assessment at the beginning of the peStdelemt
success rates atine Duolingo test were dramatically higher than ¢ traditional English Language
Assessment (ELAJonversations have begun at VCC (and other institutions) about recalibrating
Duolingo benchmarks, in consultatianth faculty. The plan is to collect more data on student
progression/completion tdelp evaluate the accuracof student placement based different
assessmenthowever, comparing data from the Fall/Winter Terms 2020/21 and 2019/20 will also
captureother factors (change to online/blended delivery).

[ Since theDuolingo assessment was introduced as a temporagasore during the pandemic,
questions wergaisedabout whether toreturn to the previous assessment model with the expected
return to campus in September. D. McMullen estimated that only about 50% of students will be on
campus aany given time; D. Wells added that faculty and student surveys at VCC iddicate
preference for blended learning (about 60% of respondentith 20% in favour of fully online delivery
(about20%) A lot of work has beedone over the pandemic, and tlgoal is to maintain what has
proven effective.

[ There was a discussion about the broadeestion of evaluating assessments. S. Lew reportatidh
shortterm project will be initiated teevaluate different testing optionand make recommendations
to better support the needs adepartments, particularly ABE and EALcall for expressions of interest
will be sent out to faculty0.25 FTE each for faculty with ABE and EAL backgrounds).

[ The use of Duolingo was initially approved as ayear pilot in March 2020; in view of the ongoing
pandemic EducationCouncil agreed to vote cen extension for admissions to the 2022 Spring Term.

b) Annacis Island Updatd7easibility Report Committee

their feasibility: 1) remaining at Annacis Island Campus; 2) bringing a portion of programming back to
the Broadway Campus; 3) identifying an alternative spao®llaboration with other trades program
or community partners.
