


Pathway 2: Changes to program learning outcomes (PLOs) for cohort-based programs;
changes to course learning outcomes (CLOs) for non-cohort-based courses; and the granting
of credentials based on substantial completion.

o Changes to program learning outcomes (and some course learning outcomes) require
approval from Education Council. These changes will receive expedited review by
Education Council.

o For courses that are not primarily part of a program (e.g. University Transfer), and in
cases where course learning outcomes cannot be met in that course, changes to course
learning outcomes must be approved by Education Council. However, alternate options
for delivery (such as delaying a lab component) are acceptable and fall under Pathway 1
above.

o0 Substantial completion: Programs awarding credentials to students based on substantial
completion of the program must submit a description of how substantial completion has
been determined for expedited approval by Education Council. Consultation with external
stakeholders/Program Advisory Committees is recommended. Programs whose
regulatory, accrediting, or external governance bodies (such as the ITA) have provided
guidelines for substantial completion are exempt from this requirement but must report
these guidelines under Pathway 1.
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
