▪ On the “Start an application” section, click on “Apply to come to Canada” (even if you are in Canada) 
▪ This includes applications for visitor visas, work permits, and study permits

Open or Download the Application to Change 
Conditions, Extend my Stay or Remain in 
Canada as a Worker (IMM5710) form. It is 
common for the form not to open on a web 
browser. You can download the form (click on 
the download arrow at the top right to save the 
file to your computer) and open it using Adobe 
Reader. 
 
 

 
 
The UCI (Unique Client Identifier) it is located on your study 
permit (8 or 10-digit number). Do not include hyphens. 
 

 
 

 
Select “Apply for a work permit for the first time or with a new employer” to request a Post-Graduation Work Permit. 
 
 

 
Indicate your “Status” as “Student” (if applicable). At “From” please indicate your arrival date in Canada. At “To” please 
indicate your study permit expiry date. 
 
 

 
Not all countries have a National ID. If your country does, provide the information including issue and expiry date. 
Do not include your passport, BCID or Canadian Driving License details.

1. Date and Place (Port of Entry) where you entered Canada for the first time 
2. Original purpose for coming to Canada: Study (if applicable) 
3. Date and place where you entered Canada for the last time (for example, if you travelled outside Canada, add 

the date of your return – last re-entry) 
4. The “Document Number” is the black number starting with an “F” (for study permits) at the top right of your
